WHEREAS, the Township Committee by Resolution #22-137 authorized the 
Township’s Qualified Purchasing Agent (“QPA”) to use the Competitive Contracting process 
under N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.1 et seq. to seek proposals for historic interpretive plan and graphic 
sign design services; and 
 

WHEREAS, the QPA advertised a Request for Proposals (“RFP”) for such services to be 
submitted by July 1, 2022; and 
 

WHEREAS, four (4) entities requested the detailed RFP specifications and only one, 
Hunter Research, Inc submitted a completed proposal, and; 
 

WHEREAS, the Township’s Evaluation Team has reviewed the proposal and has 
submitted a written report and recommendation, which report is available for inspection in the 
Township Clerk’s office. 
   

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the 
Township of Millstone that it awards a contract for the above services to Hunter Research, Inc. 
pursuant to the detailed RFP specifications and the submittal from Hunter Research, Inc., 
conditioned upon approval of the grant application to the New Jersey Historic Trust to defray a 
portion of the cost of such contract.
